Course	Description	
	
English	9	is	the	foundation	for	high	school	English	courses.	This	course	teaches	
writing	and	reading	as	processes.	It	encourages	critical	thinking	and	problem	
solving	skills	to	be	used	in	the	daily	practice	of	writing	and	reading.	Students	will	be	
responsible	for	applying	grammar	and	vocabulary	lessons	in	their	writing.	Students	
will	read	a	variety	of	literature	including,	but	not	limited	to	Romeo	and	Juliet,	
personal	narrative,	essays,	short	stories,	poetry	and	novels.	The	literature	will	be	
read	and	discussed	critically	as	well	as	act	as	a	model	for	student	writing.	A	variety	
of	technology	will	be	incorporated	in	order	to	maximize	student	interest	and	
learning.	The	course	will	also	attempt	to	enhance	oral	communication	both	formally	
and	informally.	
	
Grading	Policy	
	
It	is	important	for	students	to	know	that	grades	are	not	a	reflection	of	how	much	I	
like	them;	grades	are	a	reflection	of	the	learning	that	has	taken	place	and	how	hard	
they	are	willing	to	work.	
	
Grades	will	be	comprised	of	the	following	items:	daily	and	homework	assignments,	
writing/speaking	assignments,	quizzes	and	tests.		
	
Extra	credit	will	be	very	limited.	Students	will	not	be	allowed	any	extra	credit	if	they	
have	a	zero	in	the	grade	book	for	an	assignment	they	did	not	do	or	turn	in.	It	is	not	
fair	to	the	rest	of	the	class,	who	have	turned	in	everything,	to	give	someone	a	chance	
for	extra	credit,	who	decided	to	not	do	an	assignment	or	2.

Plagiarism:	to	steal	and	pass	off	the	ideas	or	words	of	another	as	ones	own:	use	a	
created	production	without	crediting	the	source:	present	as	new	and	original	an	
idea	or	product	derived	from	an	existing	source.	
	
Plagiarizing	is	cheating!!	If	a	student	is	caught	plagiarizing	a	zero	will	be	given	
without	the	opportunity	to	regain	those	points.	
	
Late	Work	
	
Late	work	will	not	be	tolerated.	Assignments	are	due	on	certain	dates,	that	will	be	
given	to	you.

Missing	Class

missed	materials	and	assignments.	I	will	not	track	you	down!	It	is	your	
responsibility	to	come	see	me.	This	refers	to	missing	because	of	illness,	Dr.	

If	you	know	
ahead	of	time	that	you	are	going	to	miss	class,	let	me	know	as	far	in	advance	as	you	
can	and	I	will	try	and	have	things	ready	for	you.
