WHEREAS, Unified School District #326 of Kansas, has determined that the financial statements and financial reports for the year ended 2026 to be prepared in conformity with the requirements of K.S.A. 75-1120A(a) are not relevant to the requirements of the cash basis and budget laws of this state and are of no significant value to the Board of Education or the members of the general public of Unified School District #326, and WHEREAS, there are no revenue bond ordinances or other ordinances or resolutions of the municipality which require financial statements and financial reports to be prepared in conformity with K.S.A. 75-1120A(a) for the school year 2025-2026.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of Education of the Unified School District #326, Kansas, in the regular meeting duly assembled this 14th day of July, 2025, that the Board of Education requests the Director of Accounts and Reports to waive the requirements of K.S.A. 75-1120A(a) as they apply to Unified School District #326 for the school year 2025-2026.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT THE Board of Education shall cause the financial statements and financial reports of Unified School District #326 to be prepared on the basis of cash receipts and disbursements as adjusted to show compliance with the cash basis and budget laws of this State.

e) Destruction of School Records

Pursuant to KSA 72-1629, the Board of Education of USD #326, Logan, Phillips County, Kansas, by resolution duly adopted at its regular meeting held July 14, 2025, authorizing the Superintendent and Clerk, who have custody of the records, documents, or other papers, to destroy the same at the time indicated herein, and if more than one time can be made to apply, the longer time shall apply:

1. Bookkeeping and accounting records which are original books of entry, claims, vouchers, and purchase order – five (5) years.

2. Formal audit reports – five (5) years.

3. Financial papers of any type of relating to programs supported by federal funds, three (3) years, or such a longer time as may be required by federal law.

4. All financial papers not otherwise specified in this section may be destroyed at any time after formal audit reports have been completed and filed in the appropriate offices for a period of six (6) months, and this provision shall apply to the following: warrants, warrant checks, receipts, canceled checks, and requisitions.

5. Official bonds of surety or indemnity – five (5) years after the termination of the term of employment.
